Provide all labor and equipment necessary for repairing and overlaying with hot mix bituminous material the 
streets and parking lots of the University campus. This work may also include saw cutting existing asphalt, 
removing damaged or unsatisfactory sub grades, installing and compacting fill material or gravel. All waste 
material shall be removed from campus by the contractor. 

All asphalt and gravel will be provided by the University, unless agreed upon differently prior to the beginning of 
the project. The amount of material needed for each job will be agreed upon prior to starting work.
